Essential Condition 2: Quality Learning Experiences for All Students
“Quality Learning Experiences for All Students” happen when every child is engaged and learns to high standards.  The quality school makes sure that the school curriculum is challenging and connects to the needs, interests, and cultures of its students.  It ensures that students learn in different ways inside and outside the classroom, including having opportunities to work with their peers, to investigate and challenge what they are taught, and to develop knowledge and skills that have value beyond the school.  The quality school supports students to take risks and intervenes when they struggle.  It inspires students to see how current learning helps them achieve future goals.  In a quality school, each child’s learning is regularly assessed, in different ways.  This assessment information is used to plan their learning, to provide strategic support, and to empower the students and their families to manage their academic progress and prepare for various college and career opportunities.

1. A quality school provides students with curriculum that engages them in authentic, challenging, and meaningful learning by responding to their needs and experiences, incorporating their cultural and linguistic competencies, and integrating content across core subject areas.  (2.69, CSTP #3 placeholder standard)
2. A quality school provides students with curriculum that is more relevant to their lives by educating them about their history and culture, building connections between what is learned and what is familiar to students, and showing how what is learned in school can help students to solve real problems in their lives.  (AAMA2)

3. A quality school promotes full academic engagement and risk-taking by supporting students in a safe, healthy and nurturing environment characterized by trust, caring and professionalism.  (2.29, CSTP #2 placeholder standard)
4. A quality school ensures that the curriculum is aligned to State and district standards and that teaching is grounded in effective plans, timeframes and benchmarks to support learning for all students.  (2.93, CSTP #4 placeholder standard)
5. A quality school ensures the use of instructional strategies that provide students with varied, flexible, and active learning experiences responsive to their diverse learning needs (including language and literacy needs). Instruction is geared toward the construction of meaning, disciplined inquiry and the production of writing and problem-solving that has value beyond the school.  (2.70, CSTP #1 placeholder standard)

6. A quality school ensures teaching that employs multiple kinds of assessment data and diverse student demonstrations of learning (informal to formal), to plan instruction and make adjustments to support the learning of different students.  (2.90, CSTP #5 placeholder standard)
7. A quality school develops teacher pedagogy from a coherent set of beliefs about how students learn best, and ensure that it is: aligned to the curriculum, engaging, and differentiated to enable all students to produce meaningful work products.  (2.31)
8. A quality school implements high standards across all content areas and provides needed supports to ensure all students can attain those standards.  (2.68)
9. A quality school ensures that students know what they're learning, why they're learning it and how it can be applied.  It ensures that students understand what it looks like to know, perform, and interact “well” (i.e. with quality) and that they can be reflective about their own progress toward that quality.  (CE55)
10. A quality school ensures that students play an active role in managing their learning and in developing an individualized learning plan for improvement.  (2.92)
11. A quality school provides resources and programs before, during, and after school that ensure that all students have the academic intervention and broader enrichment supports they need to be academically successful and engaged as a whole person.  (CE05)
12. A quality school uses extra-curricular activities—such as sports, music, and the performing arts—to keep students engaged and to channel their energy, instead of crushing it.  (AAMA3)
13. A quality school provides an instructional sequence, including A-G, AP, and other opportunities to prepare students for college and ensures access to these course offerings for all students through academic interventions that catch and support students to complete a college preparatory sequence.  (CE34)
14. A quality school provides opportunities for students to develop 21st century work-based habits, knowledge and skills either within the school curriculum or through collaboration with external partners (internships, mentoring, and work-based learning).  (CE62)
15. A quality school provides, to students and parents, career education to make career pathways and choices clear and teaches goal setting at appropriate developmental levels.  (CE63)
16. A quality school has a culture of college-going with staff and teachers who provide college preparedness resources to inform students and families about the importance of college, options, requirements, and planning needed to be fully prepared for college.   (CE84)
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
